Log in to your I-PASS Account to access a
variety of transaction reports. These reports
provide account history and can be used
when itemizing expenses on your tax return.
In addition, commercial accounts can
generate reports that break out expenses for
each fleet vehicle.

Access information 24/7:

¢ Payment/Adjustment History Report displays your history of
adding funds to your account; transaction dates, amounts and
times are indicated.

e Account Summary Report provides a complete listing of
transponder usage, payments and adjustments for a specific
time period. All transponders registered to the account will be
included.

e Account Downloads, available in a CSV file format, provide a
comprehensive look at daily account activity for each
transponder (in a specific time period) including date, location,
time and amount.

Spring Construction: What, Where and When
Good News—Rebuild & Widen efforts complete by end of
2009

Roadwork has resumed to complete our
Rebuild & Widen projects, part of the $6.3
billion Congestion-Relief Program — Open
Roads for a Faster Future.

@ @ @ TRI-STATE TOLLWAY (1-84/1-294/1-80)

South Tri-State: Northbound traffic between 159th Street and 95th
Street will shift into a construction Express Lane configuration in April
through mid-summer.

Central Tri-State: Southbound traffic has shifted into an Express Lane
configuration from Touhy Avenue to Balmoral Avenue through late
2009. Access to 1-90 is prohibited from the Express Lane.

North Tri-State: Northbound traffic has shifted to a construction
Express Lane configuration between Dempster Street and Lake Cook
Road and between Half Day Road and Grand Avenue through late
2009. Access to some exits is prohibited from the Express Lane.

ﬁ JANE ADDAMS MEMORIAL TOLLWAY (1-90)

Construction continues at the Cherry Valley Interchange at 1-39. The
ramp from westbound 1-90 to southbound 1-39/U.S. Route 51 is closed
through fall for reconstruction. A detour is in place.

Westbound between Newburg Road and the South Beloit Toll Plaza has
work underway.

Eastbound traffic from Newburg Road to the South Beloit Toll Plaza is
reduced to two lanes to accommodate median work.

REAGAN MEMORIAL TOLLWAY (I-88)

Demolition of the existing westbound Fox River Bridge is underway.

Westbound traffic will shift to the eastbound side of the road between
Orchard Road and IL Route 31 in April.
