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Illinois State Police Announce Roadside Safety Check Results

Downers Grove, IL — The lllinois State Police (ISP) announced the results of a Roadside

Safety Check (RSC) held during the late evening hours of Friday, March 8, 2019, and early morning

hours of Saturday, March 9, 2019. The detail was conducted on the eastbound Reagan Memorial

Tollway (I-88) at the Meyers Road Toll Plaza (Plaza 52) in Oak Brook by ISP District 15 officers.
